MAYORAL APPOINTMENT

MA #07-06 – APPOINT DESIGNEE TO PINELANDS MUNICIPAL COUNCIL
Mayor Giblin appoints George Fischer to the Pinelands Municipal Council for a period
commencing January 23, 2006 and ending December 31, 2006.  He congratulated Mr.
Fisher who was in attendance.

MA #13-06 - MAYOR’S COMMISSION FOR THE DISABLED
Mayor Giblin appoints Donna Manning to the Commission for the Disabled for a period
commencing January 23, 2006 and ending December 31, 2006.

COMMITTEE COMMENTS

COMMITTEEMAN KAFTON: He welcomed everyone to the meeting and
congratulated George Fischer and Donna Manning to their appointments. He stated that
George Fischer has been involved with the growth of Jackson especially in the Grawtown
Road Area that is largely a part of the Pinelands area and feels he will do an exceptional
job. He then stated that some residents in the Cooks Bridge Road area asked the
Township and the Police Department to make a request to stop the passing zone on
Cooks Bridge Road (in that area) and he was pleased to announce that the County agreed
to stop that as a passing zone which would be beneficial to the two senior developments
and other area residents. Committeeman Kafton mentioned residents that spoke last year
suggesting putting together a committee to look over the budget and give some input and
felt it was a good idea to try it on a trial period, at least for the new budget coming up and
asked the other Committee members to consider a three member committee that have a
background in finance to be called “ Citizens Non Partisan Budget Review Committee”.
They could get together with the Administrator and look at the budget and make
suggestions. Deputy Mayor Reilly thought it was a good idea and would like to look into
it further. Mayor Giblin agreed and wanted to confirm with Mr. Salerno if he felt it was a
worth while endeavor before asking him to get together with Mr. Reilly & Ms.
Updegrave to formulate a procedure. Mr. Salerno thought engaging the public was
always worth while and thought it would be helpful for a small group of citizens to
analyze the budget once they got it to a state where it could be reviewed.     

COMMITTEEMAN SEDA: He congratulated Mr. Fischer and Ms. Manning on their
appointments. He mentioned a few things that were brought to his attention regarding
domestic partnerships which has put Ocean County front and center with respect to
Lieutenant Laurel Hester of the Ocean County Prosecutors Office. He explained that he
was one of millions that were inspired and touched by her and her story of dignity and
incredible bravery that she has displayed at the end of her life. Fundamental fairness and
equal rights for all Americans and because of this matter he has been made aware of loop
holes in the laws dealing with domestic partnership. He asked the other members of the
Committee to join him in authorizing the Township Attorney prepare a resolution for
adoption at the next meeting that would grant domestic partner pension benefits to all of
Jackson Township employees. In addition, he asked to further authorize the Township
Attorney to prepare a resolution formally supporting Ocean County Board of Chosen
Freeholders in their decision to grant domestic partners pension benefits and the Ocean
County legislative delegation in their efforts to convince the New Jersey Legislature that
we all have to join together in New Jersey and throughout America. Mr. Reilly stated that
they already spoke about this issue and empowered the labor council and they are looking
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into it and he added that he supports Mr. Seda’s recommendation and felt it was a step
toward fairness and human rights and should never be about sexual orientation. The
Attorney advised the Committee that he would work on it.    

COMMITTEEWOMAN UPDEGRAVE: She welcomed everyone for coming and
acknowledged the emotional time for Laurel Hester. She agrees with her colleagues
regarding domestic partnership and hopes it goes through smoothly and that they reach an
agreement to everyone’s satisfaction by their next meeting. Ms. Updegrave mentioned an
ordinance that was proposed at the last meeting proposing a question on the upcoming
May 9th election ballot regarding the penny and a half for the Open Space Fund and felt
no ordinance should be submitted prior to the results current of the ongoing municipal
audit. She felt it would be a burden on the residents of Jackson to request a tax increase
during the transitional period and felt their financial status needs to be in order first
before they look to increase taxes.   

DEPUTY MAYOR REILLY: He thanked everyone for coming out. Deputy Mayor
Reilly stated that on Saturday, he had the privilege of swearing in the new Executive
Board members of the First Aid Squad, also, they gave each of the members of the
Township Committee a plaque that they felt was a great gesture and expressed their
appreciation for everything they do for the community. Mr. Reilly responded to Ms.
Updegrave’s comments regarding the first reading of an ordinance that would place a
non-binding referendum on the ballot on May 9th. The question would ask the voting
residents of Jackson if they would like to dedicate the funds to preserve open space. He
explained that the acquisition of open space was a positive long term planning initiative
that would help take the excess burden off the township taxpayers. By minimizing
residential growth and helping control the increase of school age children into schools,
they would also address the water quality, improve recreation and maintain the quality of
life. The question would not give taxpayers an extra tax burden but simply give them a
voice in the process. Mr. Reilly reminded everyone that in September Mr. Seda and most
of the committee members supported the school board referendum that called for a  4
cents increase to the tax rate for every $100 assessed valuation in order to build a new
elementary school. With the Open Space Trust Fund currently collecting .03 cents of
every $100 assessed valuation, they’ve preserved land that would otherwise have been
developed and would have added more schools and students to our school system. He
stated how that makes good long term sense. If the public disagrees with increasing the
amount dedicated to the Open Space Trust Fund, at least they were asked directly. Mr.
Reilly asked for the Committee’s support to put this question on the ballot in May. He
stated he and Ms. Updegrave ran on opening up the process and he was disappointed that
she did not support it.  

MAYOR GIBLIN: He began by stating it would be a busy six months and there were a
few things he wanted to discuss. Mayor Giblin referred to the boundary lines that
separate the Westlake community and fire company #1 and #3. Recently there were
special elections relating to bonding issues and the situation caused a great deal of
confusion about who voted where. He stated he directed the Township Planner to draft a
revised fire district map with the boundary lines drawn so the Westlake community is
entirely within one district and directed the professionals to have the proposed change on
the agenda for the first meeting in February. He also asked Mr. Salerno to meet with
officials from both fire districts to discuss a state law he discovered that stated boundaries
lines could not be changed if it removed land from another district. He felt they would
have a solution by the February 6th meeting. The Mayor then spoke of the Open Space
proposal. Although he did not give an opinion on how he planned to vote he felt it was
fair to put the question out to the voters and felt by May, fiscal matters should be
clarified. His final comment for the evening concerned a request from the PBA that asked
the Committee to consider the issue of pension benefits for domestic partners. He asked
Mr. Salerno to meet with the PBA officials to work out a plan and asked the Committee
to give their consent to draft a letter to the 30th  Legislative District legislative team to ask
if they would support Senator Andrew Ciesla? Mark Seda motioned and Michael Kafton
seconded followed by all Committee members voting yes.

COMMITTEEMAN SEDA stated his reason for voting no to CME was that he wanted
clarity on the bills. He felt that the Township Engineer should look at the bills, approve
them and clear them for payment. In the past that was the process but for some reason he
felt it was taken away from the Engineer and now CME bills go through smoothly
without anyone looking at them. By voting no he felt he was making a statement and
asked the Committee to have the bills sent to Dan Burke for review before they get paid.
Deputy Mayor Reilly explained there was a process in place that he has spoken with Mr.
Salerno about and Mr. Burke will be reviewing all bills from CME. Mr. Seda questioned
the meeting between Mr. Reilly and Mr. Salerno. The Mayor added that Ms. Updegrave
was present at the Reorganization of the Planning Board and Mr. Burke reclused himself
from voting for CME because he would be overseeing CME bills. Mr. Salerno explained
the Planning Board escrow bills were reviewed by the Planning/Zoning office and always
have been. Mr. Burke is now on the Planning Board and would be reviewing all
engineering bills. Mr. Burke was in charge of the township engineering bills charged
against the township’s current funds but they are talking about the Planning Board
escrow bills. Now that he was on the Planning Board he would have a greater knowledge
on what inspections are taking place and be more than qualified to look at the bills. Prior
to sitting on the Planning Board to verify the bills Mr. Burke would have to accompany
the inspector and verify their time at each site. Mr. Seda suggested, on occasion, Mr.
Burke had questions on bills and they were “taken out” of his hands. He wants to have
them go back to Dan Burke to review all the bills that CME generates (and Remington
Vernick), verify them and make recommendations to the Committee before they appear
on the Bills and Claims list. Mr. Kafton was informed by the Mayor, when asked, that
Mr. Burke’s annual salary was $95K a year and felt if Mr. Burke was tied up looking at
the bills he couldn’t do the work that he’s suppose to do. He suggested having the
Township Attorney review the attorney bills, Mr. Burke review the engineer bills, then
get an auditor to review auditor’s bills and continue playing that game because Mr. Seda
didn’t want to come and do his own job and review the bills himself but rather pay a man
$95K to look at the bills. Mr. Seda stated he was not an engineer and couldn’t review the
bills. Mr. Kafton stated Mr. Seda wasn’t a lawyer or auditor but approved those bills and
every other bill on the list of bills paid but he only targeted CME bills and asked him why
that was. Committeeman Seda claimed the only reason Mr. Kafton didn’t want checks
and balances is because CME was his biggest contributor. Deputy Mayor Reilly stated
there was a comprehensive process in place and Mr. Seda wants everyone on the
Committee informed of what that process was. Mayor Giblin commented that Mr. Seda
has consistently challenged CME bills and it was brought to his attention that Mr. Seda
was instructed to challenge CME bills by his political bosses, the same ones that Mr.
Reilly has renounced. He agrees that Mr. Burke will continue to look at the bills and Mr.
Burke has a job that he gets paid to do and felt he shouldn’t spend his time micro
managing the bills and if Mr. Seda is proposing that then Mr. Giblin suggested hiring
someone else to review CME bills because he relies on Mr. Burke and his qualifications
as the Township Engineer and felt an accountant would be better. Mr. Salerno stated that
Mr. Burke would consult with him on any bills he has problems with.

MOTION SECONDED BY: KAFTON
YES: KAFTON, SEDA, UPDEGRAVE, REILLY & GIBLIN
COMMITTEEMAN KAFTON felt it was something that could be placed on the ballot
for the public to make the ultimate decision. He was an advocate in preserving open
space in the town and pushed twice to put the question on the ballot for 1.5 cent each
time. Mr. Kafton acknowledged Ms. Updegrave’s concern because she was sitting on the
Committee for the first time and hasn’t had the chance to go through one budget cycle.
He, along with Mr. Giblin and Mr. Broderick had worked very hard to keep a tight
budget on the municipal level and if the taxpayers want to preserve more open space they
should be able to vote on it.
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COMMITTEEMAN SEDA supported the ballot question and felt the residents should
have the right to vote on it but had a different opinion on how they arrived at it. He felt
they needed to look at their own budget to see how they could trim it or had Mr. Reilly
the chance to look at anything regarding finances. Mr. Reilly referred the question to Mr.
Salerno as there was a scheduled meeting with him and Ann Updegrave and the
Operation and Efficiency Auditor had been directed to look at places to save. He added
they did discuss the Open Space Trust Fund and stated they were two different things.
One was a Dedicated Trust Fund and the other was the operating money. Mr. Seda felt
that they should look at overall expenditures and save as much money as possible for the
taxpayers and then dedicate some of that money to the fund. 

COMMITTEEWOMAN UPDEGRAVE wanted to address Mr. Reilly’s comments that
she didn’t believe in the open process and how that was far from the truth because she did
run on that. She was concerned about the timing of the ordinance and wanted to see what
the results of the municipal audit was first. Ms. Updegrave believes the taxpayers are
capable of making a decision regarding the question on the ballot and believes an open
fair process should be allowed but has a problem about it  being done prior to the
municipal audit results. 

Committeeman Reilly stated the issue is something very near and dear to him and
something he campaigned on and hopes the public will vote for it. If they choose not to,
at least they had been given the opportunity.

Clerk Eden: Cancel Township Committee meeting of February 14, 2006 and reschedule
to February 6, 2006.

PUBLIC HEARING, ANY TOPIC

GARY BLACK, LEWIS LANE – He supports their resolutions on Ms. Hester and the
benefits especially now that there is a State law change working through the system to
correct the discrimination of the Police Fire Retirement System. He stated there were
some discrepancies in the press regarding his comments and stated he was never against
Ms. Hester getting the benefits. His concern was with 1700 local bargaining units making
changes to a pension system without any control of the elected trustees. Now there is a
State law being proposed and his concerns were gone. His other comments pertained to
open space and he agreed that whatever was spent on open space will come back as a
savings to the community because of infrastructure and schools. What is not being
considered is that with the change in government, nobody can explain how much it will
be costing. He suggested seeing where they are when it’s all done, after the change of
government spending is done, when they know where they are, they could put a
referendum through. Mayor Giblin responded that it is a non-binding referendum and the
new governing body has the ability to increase the open space or let it stand for the time
being. Mr. Reilly stated that there were some targeted acquisitions through Open Space
funding. If they move forward with parcels that have been targeted by our Open Space
Planner they would have a limited ability to acquire anything after those have been
acquired.

ALLEN COTTRELL, 125 SUSAN DRIVE – He wanted to thank the Committees
actions on December 26th (with the exception of Committeewoman Updegrave who did
not serve at that time) and Mike Broderick as well in taking care of some kids in town.
He proceeded to ask Ms. Updegrave about her campaign literature stating she was an
author. She corrected him by stating she wrote a poem that was published in a book and
would give him whatever information he needed to obtain a copy. He questioned
comments made by her that she held a title and wanted to know what that title was. She
clarified that she held various certificates allowing her to become a Public Purchasing
Specialist. 

CHRIS PARISIE – PBA PRESIDENT – He thanked the Committee for agreeing to
adopt the Domestic Partnership benefit issue.

JOHN SUTTLES, MEADOWOOD ROAD – partly inaudible. He felt Mr. Seda wanted
the Open Space ordinance removed from the agenda, Mr. Seda wasn’t asking for his
opinion but dictating to him what he thought he should be doing. Mr. Seda made it clear
that he did support it because the people had the right to vote on it and asked Mr. Suttles
what wasn’t clear to him? Mr. Suttles replied that he felt Mr. Seda was rejecting it. Mr.
Seda replied that he wanted to look at their own budget before they move forward.

DANE WELLS, BOX J, CASSVILLE STATION –He stated he was very proud of that
address because it’s meaningful to anyone that has been around Jackson for a long period
of time. He adds that it was over 20 years since he last stood at the microphone and
hasn’t had too many negative things to say about what went on at the meetings but he
came this time to praise each and every member of the Committee for the courage they
displayed regarding the Domestic Partner benefits issue. He has been involved with this
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issue for quite some time, at Ms. Hester’s side for the last 6 months either behind the
scenes or fighting with the Freeholders of Toms River. He would like to get the
Freeholders and the Jackson Township Committee in the same room, have a meeting and
see what comes out of it. He wanted to thank them again for making Jackson the first
community in Ocean County to adopt this Domestic Partner benefits issue and feels it
will benefit many people in Jackson. In the past he was more concerned with what the
politicians were doing with his money rather than issues like this. He has learned a lot
from Laurel Hester’s story and had the good fortune to serve side by side with Laurel and
the Ocean County Prosecutors’ office about 25 years ago. It wasn’t until about two years
ago that he became reacquainted with her as she’s facing the biggest fight of her life and
does not have much more time ahead of her. He called her earlier from the parking lot
after their vote and told her the great news. She gains strength from that kind of news and
she would like to speak with them by cell phone speaker to thank you directly. Mr. Wells
was able to make the connection and spoke briefly to Lauren and explained where he was
and who was present and that the Committee just voted unanimously to adopt Domestic
Partner Benefits Program after being inspired by her story and would benefit the
members of Jackson and other towns when they see what Jackson has done. Laurel
Hester spoke and congratulated each and every member and the Mayor of Jackson
Township for their courageous job of making everything great in terms of equal rights
and thanked them again and everyone that played a part in making this happen. They took
a giant step forward for human rights and wished them all the best. Committeeman
Kafton thanked her for standing up for what she believed in and for others that may not
otherwise have been able to. Mr. Reilly asked her to keep up the good fight. The Mayor
told her she was an inspiration. Mr. Seda blessed her and Ms. Updegrave wished her the
best and blessed her. Mr. Wells made one final comment regarding the controversy in
Toms River and for some time he claimed he wasn’t proud to be an Ocean County
resident but that all changed with the stand Jackson Township had taken and he thanked
then for making him proud to be a very long time resident of Jackson Township.

ALLEN COTTRELL, 125 SUSAN DRIVE – He wished Laurel God’s speed and was
moved by her story. He can’t understand why it is so difficult in the year 2006 to
recognize that people are different and what you have in life is a family and family could
be anything from a stray cat to a sibling, someone you happen to love for any reason and
wanted everyone to stop and treat everyone like human beings. He made one final
political comment that the May elections are going to produce a sample ballot that will
resemble the Manhattan residential telephone directory. He stated there is a word in town
called “debate” and it was always thought that was something you put on a hook when
you went fishing. He would suggest getting all the Mayoral candidates and Council
candidates in a room and give them each a bat and go over the stats. He wished them all a
good night.
