§ 51-9. Disposition of moneys collected.

A. License fees and other moneys collected or received under the provisions of this article shall
be forwarded to the Treasurer of the Township of Jackson within 30 days after collection or
receipt and shall be placed in a special account separate {rom any of the other accounts of the
Township and shal} be used for the following purposes only; for collecting, keeping and
disposing of dogs liable to seizurc under this article; for Jocal prevention and controf of
rabies; for providing antirabic treatment under the direction of the Township Committee for
any person known or suspected to have been exposed to rabies; for all other purposes
prescribed by the statutes of New Jersey governing the subject, and for administering the
provisions of this article. Any unexpended balance remaining in such special account shall be
retained therein until the end of the third fiscal year following and may be used for any of the
purposes set forth in this section. At the end of the said third fiscal year following, and at the
end of each fiscal year thereafter, there shall be transferred from such special account 1o the
general funds of the Township any amount then in such account which 1s 1n excess of the
total amount paid into said spectal account during the last two fiscal years next preceding.

. The registration fee of $0.50 for each dog shall be forwarded within 30 days after collection
by the Clerk to the State Department of Health.

Dear Mayor:

Legislation which authorizes municipalities to increase annual dog license fee
to a maximum of $21.00 was signed into law by Governor Corzine as Chapter
7, P.L. 2007.

Chapter 7 replaces current law which provided for a maximum annual fee of
$7.00. This amount was insufficient and failed to recognize the animal control
responsibilities each town provides. These responsibilities include the cost of
opcrating an annual [ree rabies clinic, cost of the position of animal control
officer and a facility to house stray animals for the statutorily required 7 day
period. Smalier towns with fewer dogs to license were especially constrained
by the small fce.

The governing body may adopt an ordinance to effectuate the provisions of
the new law. In the absence of any local ordinance, the annual fee for all dog
licenscs shall be $1.50. In the absence of any local ordinance for a three year
dog license, the lcense fee for a three year license shall be $4.50,

Our lobbying efforts prevailed on this legislation. A change in the law was
absolutely nccessary to keep up with changing conditions and costs. The
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adoption of Chapter 7 means that affected municipalities will not be forced to
divert revenues from other town services to cover animal control
requirements.

The law became effective inmediately upon the Governor’s signature.

Pear Mayor Seda and Council,

The current fees for dog licenses has remained the same for over twenty years. As you can sce [rom the
comparison sheet, our fees are at about three dollars less then most towns. Those fees will be going up even more,
with the Governor signing into law the Weinberg bill, which sets the limit for dog licensing fees from $7.00 to
$21.00. With a increase of only $3.00, which would bring vs up to the average amoums charged, along with an
increase of our late fees 10 $5.00. It would generate an extra $16,000. That amount was based on the amount of
licenses sold in 2006.

We have just started to canvass. It has not been done in many years, Since we do the canvassing ourselves,
it witl be a lengthy procedure. However with only 15 streets completed , we have already discovered 150
unlicensed dogs. There are over 1,000 streets in Jackson, which means that there is potentially over 10,000
unticensed dogs. In a perfect world , it all dogs were licensed that would mean and additionat increase of $75,000.
Since it isn’t a perfect world ,we would be happy with halfl of that amount. We are asking that the Mayor and
Council discuss this issue, and possibly begin to amend or dog licensing fee ordinances. Please contact us if you
